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Here in whitepaper is an explanation and reference to the STING project to build a blockchain-based overseas stock 

trading platform organized by STING, and no statements shall be construed as requesting an investment. 
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01 Abstract 

The STING Project was launched to promote innovation in the growing overseas stock market. Existing overseas 

stock trading services have a problem that users make inefficient overseas stock trading due to low accessibility 

and high fees. These problems have a long-term negative impact on overseas stock trading markets, rendering 

investors suffer a significant amount of damage. 

STING aims to solve these overseas stock trading problems by using blockchain and creating an ecosystem through 

the STING Platform that allows users to create new values. Blockchain is a major technology that can ensure 

transparency, openness, and security and provide users with reliability and efficiency in overseas stock trading. 

We will also issue our cryptocurrency, STING Coin (STN), and use it as a means of rewarding for transactions in the 

ecosystem, rewarding for holdings, and for using platform services.  

In summary, STING is a blockchain-based overseas stock trading protocol that aims to create a conceptual overseas 

stock trading platform that can solve problems when users trade stocks in overseas stock trading markets using 

blockchain and create innovative and new values. The STING platform operates the following detailed services:  

 

 

I STING Trading 

A blockchain-based overseas stock trading system allows anyone to easily and quickly purchase stocks 

and futures/options traded on stock exchanges such as NYSE, AMEX, NASDAQ, Hong Kong, and Japan.  

I STING Pool 

A rewarding service with STING Coin (STN) that compensates users for up to 70% of transaction fees for stock 

trading.  

I STING Staking 

A staking service that allows users to receive various cryptocurrencies such as Bitcoin (BTC) and Ethereum (ETH) 

according to the holding amount of STING Coin (STN) 
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02 Market Overview 

A growing overseas stock market  

The craze for overseas stock investment, which began last year, is becoming an irreplaceable trend among 

individual investors. According to SEIBro, the Securities and Information Portal of the Korea Securities Depository, 

the total overseas stock reached $8.94 billion in sales and $9.75 billion in purchases last month. The amount of 

both purchases and sales was the highest ever. 

The balance of overseas stock holdings at the Korea Securities Depository, an indicator of Korean investors' 

holdings of overseas stocks, has also steadily increased. It had nearly doubled from $4.662 billion in 2018 to $8,451 

billion in the U.S. market last year. This year, it recorded 1661 billion dollars in six months, which is more than 

double the previous year's total amount.  

Overseas stock investment fever seems attributable to the fact that many investors judge that the 

overseas entities rather than domestic entities have the leadership in the industry in the era of post-

COVID-19. In an age of low interest rates, individual investors who invest in stocks rather than bank 

deposits and installment savings believe that overseas companies are better than domestic ones in terms 

of corporate sustainability and stability. 

The small investors who bought a large number of Samsung Electronics stocks when the stock market 

plunged due to the COVID-19 crisis in February and February are now buying Tesla, Facebook, Microsoft 

(MS), and Alphabet (Google). One individual investor said, "After the COVID-19 crisis, growth stocks and 

beneficiary stocks of overseas companies were also more stable than domestic ones, so I invested in US 

companies." 

In fact, U.S. stocks ranked 1st to 6th in terms of net purchase amount from the 4th of last month to the 

3rd of this month. Tesla's net purchase was the highest at $225.96 million, followed by Microsoft ($126.7 

million), Facebook ($65662 billion), Nikola ($4491 million), and Apple ($439 million). Nikola is a U.S. 

manufacturer of hydrogen-powered trucks and is considered as the second Tesla. Nikola did not produce 

a single truck, but it also became a hot topic by surpassing the market cap of Hyundai Motors.  

The tremendous growth of the overseas stock trading market is expected to continue and various services 

are sprouting. Besides, the Sting Project will be an open service platform that will encourage existing 

overseas stock trading users, and the associated industry to participate in the Sting Ecosystem and will 

enable users of the Sting platform to receive fair rewards according to the ecosystem contribution 

activities through STING Coin (STN) and use them in various ways in overseas stock trading. 
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03 STING Platform 

Blockchain-based overseas stock futures/options trading platform 

The STING Platform consists largely of STING Trading for overseas stock trading, STING Pool for rewards, 

and STING Staking for staking services. The STING platform utilizes the Ethereum blockchain network, 

widely used with excellent stability and well-built infrastructure. This makes it easy to combine with the 

existing digital infrastructure running on the Ethereum network, expecting high scalability.   

In addition, STING Coin (STN), which is used within the Sting Ecosystem, was also issued in the Ethereum-

based ERC20 Standard Type. STING Coin (STN) is used as a key resource and payment and reward tool in 

various sales contracts and services implemented by blockchain-based smart contracts. In addition, 

depending on the holding amount of STING Coin (STN), participants can receive additional benefits such 

as reduced fees and additional rewards. 

As explained earlier, STING Platform's blockchain architecture is operated by the Ethereum blockchain. 

However, it can be operated on the Hyperledger Fabric of the Linux Foundation, the Klaytn platform of 

Kakao, or our blockchain network. 
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STING Trading  

 

The STING Trading is a Mobile Trading System (MTS) system for easy trading of overseas stocks and 

futures/options anytime, anywhere. In other words, it is a service that allows users to view real- time 

foreign stock information anytime, anywhere and trade stocks and futures/options. Users can easily buy 

and sell stocks in key stock exchanges in various countries such as NYSE, AMEX, NASDAQ, Hong Kong, 

and Japan, and the contract information is transparently stored in STING's blockchain through smart 

contracts. Fees for currency exchange and stock trading are as follows, and fees vary depending on STING Coin

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Ḿ Overview of STING overseas futures trading  

To trade goods in the market, market prices are formed between participants, or buyers and sellers 

according to the principle of supply and demand; goods and currency are exchanged; general transactions 

are concluded after the various conditions were agreed upon. As such, it is called Spot Transaction, an 

overseas stock exchange that precedes direct exchange at the time of trading in the financial market. 

A transaction derived from such a Spot Transaction is called a Futures Transaction, a transaction in which 

the transaction price and terms are agreed upon at the time of the transaction, but the goods and currency 

are promised to be exchanged at a certain point in the future. Overseas options are U.S.- type options 

listed on the CME Exchange and use futures such as stock index, currencies, and energy traded on the 

same exchange as an underlying asset. 

The STING platform allows trading of futures/option products (index and interest rates, currencies, metal, 

energy, agricultural products, etc.) listed on major exchanges around the world, and the STING users can 

invest even if they have only the margin corresponding to the product they want to invest without a basic 

deposit. Due to the nature of futures/options trading, it allows investment in not only rise but also falls, 

boasting ample liquidity and transaction time.
